(Atlanta) Presented by Kroger, the 2002 Hunger Walk/Run is set for Sunday, March 17 (St. Patrick’s Day).  Beginning at Turner Field, participants will choose to walk or run a 5K or 10K route through downtown Atlanta.  Long-time Hunger Walk/Run supporters 11 Alive anchor Brenda Wood, Z93’s Mara Davis and V-103’s Porsche Foxx will be returning, both to walk and to emcee stage presentations.

The FUN begins at 12:30 p.m. with a brisk warm-up session led by Crunch Fitness.  Then, it’s time to take your mark, get set and GO!  The 10K walk/run begins at 1 p.m.; the 5K begins at 1:30 p.m.  The fun continues at every corner -- dancers, DJ’s, and live bands keep the crowd movin’ and groovin’!  Festivities for the kids (and the kids and heart) at Turner Field will continue until 4 p.m.

Hunger Walk/Run raises funds for 12 local nonprofit organizations with feeding programs for people in need.  The 2001 Hunger Walk/Run raised over $200,000 for these beneficiary organizations, including the Atlanta Community Food Bank, the Atlanta Jewish Federation, the Episcopal Charities Foundation, Global Health Action and the Presbyterian Answer to Hunger (PATH).  Each of these beneficiary organizations recruited participants and received 75% of all monies raised.

From competitive runners and joggers to power walkers and strollers, there’s a place for everyone who wants to take a step to fight hunger.  Both individual supporters and groups are encouraged to take part in the event.  From church and work groups to families, young adults, teens and seniors, everyone  with the desire to fight hunger is encouraged to come out for Hunger Walk/Run 2002.
Hunger Walk began in 1984 as a grassroots movement in response to the issue of hunger locally and globally.  The Hunger Walk continued as an all-out volunteer effort until 1988 when it became a special project of the Atlanta Community Food Bank.  In 2000, a 5K Hunger Run was introduced.  In 2001, a 10K run was been added to appeal to even more runners and joggers.  Now in 2002, the 10K run is a certified 10K and a Peachtree Road Race Qualifier.
