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The FEB Emergency Plan calls for the following actions if an emergency situation should happen during normal business hours:





An attempt to reach you by a telephone calling system;


An attempt to reach you through an email message


Posting of an emergency message to the FEB website


Posting of an emergency message to the FEB Emergency Hotline Number. You should have your agency designated emergency coordinator call this number for the latest message.  You should then post this message to your internal agency emergency number.





If the emergency occurs after normal business hours, the following methods will be used to get the message out:


Posting to the Emergency Hotline number.


Sending an email message, if possible.


Message to appropriate news media outlet.  Please listen to WSB-TV (Channel 2), WXIA-TV (Channel 11), WAGA-TV (Channel 5), WGCL-TV (Channel 46) and WSB Radio.





You should make sure all your agency employees are aware of your Continuity of Operations (COOP) plans.
